Flip up monitor for hands-free selfies
The LUMIX DMC-GF8 has a large 3.0-inch 1040K-dot touch control monitor that flips 180 degrees. It offers high visibility for outdoor shooting, minimising reflection. Once the LCD monitor is flipped up, ‘Self Shot Mode’ is triggered. The capabilities in this mode include:
·
‘Face Shutter’ triggers the shutter after you wave your hand in front of your face. This is useful when the camera is out of arm’s reach or when using a selfie stick.
·
‘Buddy Shutter’ triggers the shutter when the camera detects two faces next to each other.  This is ideal to take a quick shot with friends, especially when using a selfie stick.
·
In these modes, the camera can take the shot immediately, or after a 3-second or 10-second countdown at the user’s preference.
·
In ‘Self Shot Mode’, either the normal shutter button or the Fn1 button can be selected to take a shot – so it is equally easy to use your left or right hand depending on the scene.
·
Apply ‘Creative Control’ filters to enhance the image – including Retro, Soft Focus, Expressive, High Key and Toy Effect.
·
Beauty Mode effects now include ‘Beauty Retouch’ - incorporating ‘Aesthetic Retouch’ for an improved skin texture, firmer face and whiter teeth; or choose the colour of foundation, lips, cheeks and eyeshadow in ‘Make-up Retouch’. In ‘Defocusing’ mode the subject’s face is sharp and the background is blurred for a natural, attractive portrait; and ‘Soft Skin’ provides a subtle effect for bright, fresh skin tones. There’s even a ‘Slimming’ mode.
The camera also offers the remote control ‘Jump Snap’ feature for fun group shots - the acceleration sensor on a smartphone detects the highest point of a jump, and releases the camera shutter via Wi-Fi and the Panasonic Image App.
Easy Wi-Fi and remote control
Download the Panasonic Image App for fast and easy image sharing and remote shooting. Panasonic has streamlined the Wi-Fi connection process - just press the Wi-Fi button, start the app on your tablet or phone and you’re ready to go.
 
The user can control almost every setting remotely via their smartphone - focus, aperture, shutter speed and ISO - before capturing their shot. They can then check the results with ‘Remote View’.

Panasonic has also made it easy to embed geotags in DMC-GF8 images using a smartphone, so this information can be viewed when images are uploaded to your favourite social media platform.

Snap movie mode makes it simple to quickly capture and share a 2-8 second creative video across Vine, Instagram and Facebook.
·
Smooth Full-HD 1920 x 1080 50p videos in AVCHD or MP4 (MPEG-4 / H.264) format with stereo sound. The camera also supports 1080/24p native mode with 24 Mbps in AVCHD format bringing an impressive cinematic feel to the footage.
·
Full control over video recording, with P/A/S/M modes, full-time AF, AF tracking and Touch AF for rack focusing effects. Other useful video features include ‘Time Lapse Shot’ and ‘Stop Motion Animation’.
·
The DMC-GF8 captures detailed and sharp images, with a 16.00-megapixel Digital Live MOS Sensor and Venus Engine. Even images shot in low-light situations are stunningly sharp, and users can dial the ISO setting as high as 25,600. 
·
Light Speed AF captures fast-moving subjects clearly, with the camera and lens exchanging the digital signal at max. 240fps to minimise focusing time. The camera provides quick shooting on the move, with high speed burst shooting at 5.8 fps (AFS) / 5 fps (AFC, 1-area AF) in 16.00-megapixel and at max. 40 fps using an electronic shutter. AF Tracking enables consecutive shooting to capture moving subjects in sharp focus at around 4.0 fps[i].  Electronic shutter speed is available at up to 1/16000 sec.
·
There are AF functions to suit a range of shooting situations, including Face/Eye Detection AF, Face Recognition AF, Low Light AF, Pinpoint AF and One-shot AF. 
·
The DMC-GF8 offers the popular Creative Control mode with 22 filter options, which can now be used in P/A/S/M. Users can take pictures ‘with’ and ‘without’ filter effects simultaneously, and then compare, contrast and choose their favourite.
·
There are 20 different scene modes, with the most commonly-used – Portrait, Child and Scenery – added directly to the mode dial for easy access.
